• International online check-in now enables all of the following processes: 
o Economy Plus upsell 
o Premium cabin upsell 
o Passenger information collection (e.g. passport number) 
o Upgrade awards 
o Flight changes 
o Alternate flight selection during irregular operations 
o Round-trip check-in if the return trip is within 24 hours 
o Voluntary Denied Boarding  
o Collection of service fees 
o Standby for alternate flights between the U.S. and Canada 
o Group Check-in 

 
*Some international airport authorities in locations where United flies will not accept an EasyCheck-in boarding pass a a travel 
document for access through the security checkpoint.  In those cases, EasyCheck-in will still check-in customers and will direct 
them to reprint their boarding pass at the airport.
